The students spent one night
camping in Gilwell Park where they had to put up their own tents, cook their own evening meal and breakfast. On
Thursday morning they had to pack up camp and make their way to Queen Elizabeth’s Hunting Lodge which marked
the end of their practice expedition. They then travelled back to school by train from Chingford Station.

The Year 12 will have to complete their qualifying expedition in April 2017 making sure they use what they have learnt
on their practice expedition.
